Andrew Rudd is Chairman and CEO of Advisor Software, Inc., a market leader in providing solutions which enable financial institutions and advisors to improve the quality and delivery of investment advice, which he founded in 1995.  
In 2005 and 2006, he also served as Managing Director responsible for research at Procinea Management LLC, a firm which provides analytically-based valuation and portfolio management strategies for investing in intellectual property assets.  While at Procinea, Andrew led an effort to develop the first quantitative valuation, risk and portfolio selection analytics for investing in movie assets.
Andrew was the founder and former Chairman and CEO of Barra Inc. (now MSCI Barra), a firm he was associated with from 1974 until 2004, when it was bought by Morgan Stanley. From 1977-1982, Andrew was a Professor of Finance and Operations Research at Cornell University in Ithaca, New York.

Andrew gained recognition as the co-author of Modern Portfolio Theory:  the Principles of Investment Management (1982) and of Option Pricing (1983).  He has written numerous journal articles, monographs and research papers on a wide range of domestic and international investment practices and theories. He also acts as an Associate Editor of the Financial Analysts Journal, the Journal of Portfolio Management and the Journal of Investing.
